From the Galley - SUPPER POPOVER   (Joan 

Engel, from Wi Chapter, “A” Road to Good Cook-

ing) 

1 lb. ground beef                             

2 c. shredded cheese (8 oz.) 

1 (15 oz.) can tomato sauce           

2 eggs 

¼ c. chopped green pepper                 

1 Tbsp.  vegetable oil 

½ tsp. salt                                              

½ tsp. pepper 

2 Tbsp. chopped green onions 

1 tsp. parsley flakes                   

½ tsp. salt 

1c. flour 

Heat oven to 425 degrees.   Cook and stir ground 

beef until brown; drain. Stir in tomato sauce, 

green pepper, 2 Tbsp flour, 1/2 tsp. salt, pepper 

and parsley flakes.  Heat to boiling.  Boil and stir 

for one minute.  Pour into greased baking 13 x 9 

inch baking pan. Sprinkle cheese on top. 

Beat eggs, milk, oil, one cup flour and ½ tsp. salt 

with hand beater.  Pour over cheese.  Sprinkle 

with onions.  Bake until puffy and golden brown, 

about 25 – 30 minutes.  Serves six.
