The entertainment at the banquet was hysterical — including Carl Wussow'’s slide show and a South African
visitor, Neil O’ Hagen’s impression of a Russian Troglidite by the name of Sergei Sonafovitch. A Troglidite is
a short person wearing a large black hat, has a face which resembles the chest of a full size man with a
mouth looking amazingly like a navel. (you get the picture).

Incredible stories — a Model ‘A’ was destroyed when the trailer it was riding on let loose and rolled over twice.
One ‘A’ wasn't running well, and to add insult to injury the owner’s wife tripped on the running board and
broke her leg, spending several days in the hospital.

However, it fell
victim to the Great Depression along with many
other luxury auto manufacturers. Franklin sold
about 150,000 cars over the course of their 30
years in business.
