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’A’ Trip to ‘The Henry Ford’   
 
The Henry Ford (also known as the Henry Ford Museum of American Innovation and Greenfield Village, and 
as the Edison Institute) is a history museum complex in the Detroit suburb of Dearborn, Michigan. It is the 
largest indoor–outdoor museum complex in the United States. 
 
For his new museum Ford envisioned two separate facilities linked by his theories of education. An indoor 
museum would tell the story of man’s technological progress through comprehensive displays while an out-
door village would show how these types of objects were made and used.  
 
Creating Greenfield Village - Ford’s historic village was to be organized around a village green, to include a 
courthouse, town hall, church, general store, tavern, and school. Homes were installed along a road beyond 
the green. Industrial buildings, such as a carding mill, sawmill, and gristmill, were made operational. A center-
piece of the Village was the re-creation of the Menlo Park, New Jersey, laboratory complex where Thomas 
Edison had invented his electric lighting system. 
 
Henry Ford engaged Ford Motor Company draftsman Edward J. Cutler to draw up plans. The first buildings 
began arriving in 1928. Laborers dug foundations, reconstructed buildings, cleared trees, laid out roads, and 
hauled supplies through muddy fields. While most buildings are original, some were designed right in the Vil-
lage, at Ford’s request. 
 
Greenfield Village, the outdoor living history museum section of the Henry Ford complex, was (along with the 
adjacent Henry Ford Museum) dedicated in 1929 - marking the fiftieth anniversary of Thomas Edison’s first 
successful experiment with a suitable approach to manufacturing an incandescent lamp. 
The night of the dedication, crowds cheered as President Hoover, Edison, and Ford ceremoniously arrived in 
a train pulled by an 1850s locomotive. After an elegant dinner in the museum, the three men went out to the 
restored Menlo Park Laboratory in Greenfield Village. There, the 82-year-old Edison re-created the lighting of 
his incandescent lamp. The event was broadcast live over national radio. 
 
Nearly one hundred historical buildings were moved to the property from their original locations and arranged 
in a "village" setting. The museum's intent is to show how Americans have lived and worked since the found-
ing of the country. The Village includes buildings from the 17th century to the present, many of which are 
staffed by costumed interpreters who conduct period tasks like farming, sewing and cooking. Step into the lab 
where Thomas Edison had his lightbulb moment or the workshop where the Wright brothers taught us to 
reach for the sky. Take a ride in a real Model T, or a walk through four working farms. 
 
 
A sampling of the buildings/attractions include: 
 
· Noah Webster's Connecticut home, which served as a dormitory for Yale students from 1918 to 1936.  
· The Wright brothers' bicycle shop and home, which were bought and moved by Henry Ford in 1937 from 
Dayton, Ohio. 
· A replica of Thomas Edison's Menlo Park laboratory complex from New Jersey. The buildings were laid 
out according to exact foundation measurements from the original site. 
· The Edison Homestead, birthplace of Thomas Edison's father. It was built in 1816 in Vienna, Ontario and 
moved to Greenfield Village in the 1930s. 
· Henry Ford's birthplace, which was moved from Greenfield and Ford roads in 1944. Henry Ford had it fur-
nished exactly as it was during his mother's time. 
· Henry Ford's prototype garage where he built the Ford Quadricycle. 
· Harvey Firestone family farm from Columbiana, Ohio, which was given to the Village by Harvey's two re-
maining sons in 1983 to perpetuate their father's memory. It took over two years for the disassembling and 
rebuilding process and has operated as a working sheep farm since 1985.

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· The Logan County, Illinois courthouse where Abraham Lincoln practiced law. 
· J. R. Jones General Store was built circa 1857 in Waterford Village, Michigan. It was moved to Green-

field Village in 1927 after being purchased by Henry Ford from its then-owner August V. Jacober for 
$700 and the agreement to rebuild a new store on its Waterford site. It was the first structure to arrive 
at the Greenfield Village site.  

· Ackley Covered Bridge, a 75' wooden covered bridge, built in 1832 over Enlow Fork along the Greene 
– Washington County line in Pennsylvania and moved to the village in 1937. 

· Cape Cod Windmill, also known as the Farris mill, is considered one of the oldest in America. It was 
originally built in 1633 on the north side of Cape Cod. It was gifted to Henry Ford from the Ford Deal-
ers Association, and installed in Greenfield Village in 1936. 

· In 1935, a structure was added to the park and was identified as the home of Stephen Foster. The 
structure was identified by historians of the time as being authentic and was then deconstructed and 
moved "piece by piece" from Lawrenceville, Pennsylvania (now Pittsburgh) to Greenfield Village, 
Michigan. Foster's niece insisted that it was not his birthplace and in 1953, the claim was withdrawn. 

· A 1913 Herschell Spillman carousel with an Artizan 'C' band organ with a replica Wurlitzer #153 fa-
cade converted to play Wurlitzer rolls. 

 
Building the Museum - While Cutler labored in the muddy fields of Greenfield Village, architect Robert O. Der-
rick was designing a large indoor museum adjacent to the historical village to house the objects Ford had col-
lected. Derrick suggested that the façade should resemble Independence Hall and related buildings of Phila-
delphia, with a large “Exhibition Hall” in back. Henry Ford named his new complex The Edison Institute of 
Technology, to honor his friend and lifelong hero Thomas Edison. Today, the 12 acre site is primarily a col-
lection of antique machinery, pop culture items, automobiles, locomotives, aircraft, and other items, including: 
 

· A 4K digital projection theater, which shows scientific, natural, or historical documentaries, as well as 
major feature films. 

· An Oscar Mayer Wienermobile 
· The 1961 Lincoln Continental, SS-100-X that President John F. Kennedy was riding in when he was 

assassinated. 
· The blood stained rocking chair from Ford's Theatre in which President Abraham Lincoln was sitting 

when he was shot. 
· George Washington's camp bed. 
· A collection of several fine 17th- and 18th-century violins including a Stradivarius. 
· Thomas Edison's alleged last breath in a sealed tube. 
· Buckminster Fuller's prototype Dymaxion house. 
· The bus on which Rosa Parks was arrested for refusing to give up her seat, leading to the Montgom-

ery bus boycott. 
· Igor Sikorsky's prototype helicopter. 
· Fokker Trimotor airplane that flew the first flight over the North Pole. 
· Bill Elliott's record-breaking race car clocking in at over 212 MPH at Talladega in 1987. 
· Chesapeake & Ohio Railway 2-6-6-6 "Allegheny"-class steam locomotive #1601, built by Lima  

Locomotive Works in Lima, Ohio. The Allegheny was the most powerful steam locomotive ever  
built. 

· Toyota Prius sedan, the first mass-produced hybrid vehicle.
