TOW-IN TOOL

By Norm Rowe

Many excellent articles have been published
in “How To” books regarding the subject of ad-
justing the toe-in on our Model “A”s, but when
[ first attempted to accomplish this task, I found
it somewhat difficult to get an accurate mea-
surement with just a tape measure and a chalk
mark around the tread. So I set about making an
inexpensive, simple tool to do the job. As shown
in the accompanying pictures, it is made from a
piece of 1” diameter PVC tubing approximately
49” long, a pair of caps for same, and a 1/4-28
bolt and jam nut.

Tow-In Tool Measurement

Drill and tap one of the caps to accept the 1/4-28
bolt. Then use a#10 (3/16” dia.) bolt to establish
the difference between the lengths of “A” and “B”
when adjusting the tie rod.

Adjust “B” Tow-In 1/8” Narrower Than “A”

I know you are busy getting your Model ‘A’ ready for spring! This tip was in Model ‘A’ Times
to check your toe-in. The toe-in tip will always work when you have straight wheels. Always
make sure you measure the same distance from the floor.
