They did get them filleted
on site. Before leaving Rushing Waters, everyone enjoyed a picnic lunch
on the grounds in the beautiful weather.

From Rushing Waters, we headed to The Elegant Farmer in
Mukwonago to check out the goodies they were selling. Most of us
went home with some tasty items including their famous apple pie
baked in a paper bag and several club members enjoyed the fresh
caramel apples.
